Membership and Moorings

Applications may be for Single member, or Joint Membership (two at same address).

Membership subscription is £20 Single / £30 Joint per year renewable on 1st October.

Joining fee for applicants without moorings is £20 Single / £30 Joint.

Additional fee for applicants taking up moorings is £80/boat, and first 3 months mooring fees in advance. This also applies to existing members who later apply for moorings.

Applicants must show to an Officer of the Club evidence that a boat is licensed and insured BEFORE bringing it to Club moorings.

Subsequent mooring fees are payable monthly in advance by Bank Standing Order (or otherwise by arrangement with the Treasurer).

Mooring fees are currently £4.20 per metre length per month (rounded up to next half metre).

Summary of Rules and Bye-Laws

Membership is available to all with an interest in inland waterways.

A paid up member is entitled to one vote at General Meetings (second Monday of most months); Joint Membership carries 2 votes (one for each of a pair – no proxies).

A member’s partner and children may participate in Club activities.  Children may only be brought to the Club by an adult member who is responsible for their supervision and safety.

Membership records may be held on a computer database.

Rules provide for expulsion of a member in certain circumstances; there is a right of appeal.

The Club will not accept liability for injury, loss or damage to members, their guests, boats or any other property.

Members must take care of Club property and must not remove articles from the premises.

INSURANCE - all craft must be insured with minimum third party cover of £1,000,000.
All craft must comply with BW Bye-Laws, be securely moored and conspicuously display name, BW index number, and current BW licence.

Members must keep their own mooring area tidy.

All members are expected to participate in work parties to repair and maintain Club facilities and mooring members MUST put in a minimum of 20 hours per year (per boat).

A member may sell his boat at the Club but there are strict rules about continuing the mooring.

Members may use the workshop at their own risk, but it must not be used for storage and must be left tidy after use; dangerous materials must not be stored or used and batteries must not be charged in any building on Club premises.

Parking is allowed only on the rear of the towpath from the entrance gate to the turning point by the refuse area; parking alongside the Clubhouse is reserved for handicapped members.
